3. I our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, except
the effects of the matters described in the ‘Basis of Quulified Opinion’ section of our report and
our detailed observations mentioned in Part A-B-C, LFAR, Form 1, Form 7 & reports of the
branches, the aforesaid financial statement read together with the notes thercon give the information
required by the Banking Repulation Aet, 1949 (As applicable to Co-operative Banks) as well as the
Maharashtra Co-operative Societies Act, 1960, the Maharashtra Co-operative Societies Rules 1961,
and any other applicable Acts, and or guidelines issued by the Registrar, in the manner so required
for the bank and give a true and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally
accepted in India;

Basis of Qualification

4. Gross NPA of the Bank was 20.51% at alarming high level,

6. The depreciation on Land & Building is being charged @2% per annum under Written Down value
method In absence of correct assessment of useful life of the asset, the correct rate af depreciation &

exact effect of the same on loss of the bank could not be ascertained.

The calculation of NPA s & provisioning on same is not fully system driven,

8 The gffects of | NP4 dccournt Rs. 62,3174 in the MOC of the previous year's Auditor s Report were
not incorporated correctly by the bank resulting in inaceuracies in the presentation of figures of
Previous year.

9. The final accounts of the Bank were nof presented in the revised format preseribed by the RBI for FY
2023-24. During the year under Audii, the Bank attempted fo prepare the accounts as per the
prescribed formaf; however, the same was not fully compliant with RBI directives. Additionally,
regrouping and corrections in cerigin acconmf heads were carvied out manually. We were informed
that necessary changes in the CBS system will be tmplemented in consultation with the CBS vendor.
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Responsibility of Management and Those Chareed with Governance for ihe
Financial Statements

10. The Barks Board of Directors is respunsible for the preparation of these financial
statements that give true and fair view of the finuncial position, [inancial performance in
accordance with the, Banking Regulation Act, 1949 (As applicable to cooperative
societies) and the guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India, the Registrar of Cooperative
societies, Maharashtra, The Maharashtra Co-operative societics Act, 1960, and the
Maharashtra Co-operative Socicties Rules, 1961 (as applicable) and Generally accepted
accounting principles in India so far as applicable (0 the bank. This responsibility includes
the design, implementation and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation
of the financial statements that are free from material misstatcment, whether due (o traud
QT eIror.

2019,

The RBI had Further cxtended the imposition of restriction under supervisory action framework on
Bank vide letter dated June 21, 2021, duc to loss & breaching of tolerance level ol gross NPA, based
on the assessed financial position as on March 31, 2020 & March 31, 2021,

COur opinion is not modified in respect of these matters.
